1. God creates heaven and earth, breathes life into man; in order to rule the 
creation (Genesis 1:1;  2:7) 
2. Man disobeys & falls, but God promise offers a recovery plan (Genesis 2:17; 3:6-7; 3:24; 
49:10). 
3. The promise is to Abraham, Isaac & Jacob until Jesus fulfills it (Genesis 12:1-2; Galatians 
4:28-29). 
4. Promise goes through Jacob with God changing His name to Israel  (Genesis 32:28) 
5. Israel's history of "TYPES" show physically, what Jesus did spiritually (Isaac taken 
in another; as we are taken in Jesus, Gen 22:2; 13) 
6. TYPES in promise: Lamb's blood, Promised Land and a king (Lamb frees the nation, Ex 
12:3; 13; Canaan entered Ex 13:11; David, I Sam 16:13) 
7. Constant sin costs Israel's ruler ship, but God's promise is sure  (Promise is sure to all 
seed, "even them of Abraham's faith" Rom 4:16, (Psalms 16:10 says, "Thou shalt not suffer Thine 
Holy One to see corruption...God  raised Him again," Acts 13:35, 37.  
8. God brings Israel back. She births Jesus, who established the Promise (Rom 11:26 says 
the "Deliverer (Jesus) shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob.") 
9. Till 2nd Coming, Church established to witness of Promise fulfillment (Jesus sends His 
witnesses, (Acts1:8;  Matt 28:19-20) 



10. His Bride rules with Jesus in Father's kingdom. Israel is head nation (Rev 19:6-8; Dt 
28:13) 
11. For 1000 yrs. man - raised and glorified rules, with Jesus, sees and honors the 
Father (Rev 20:6; Mt 7:21; Mt 5:8) 
12. God recreates a new heaven & earth and rules from New Jerusalem (All tears wiped
